About The Play
Talking With... is a masterfully written play made 
up of eleven monologues, which tell the stories of 
the play’s eleven different characters. Through 
these monologues, each character reveals to the 
audience her most personal memories and experi­
ences that have formed her and made her who she 
is. Their stories are told, or rather, shared with a 
great deal of passion and emotion and the audi­
ence gets to know each character intimately in the 
very short amount of time she is on stage.

Although the individual stories aren’t necessar­
ily linked in plot, they are linked in other ways. 
Talking With... is, on one hand a statement of 
womanhood. Although the characters come from

different backgrounds and reveal to us very differ­
ent personal histories, they all share experiences 
and emotions that are common of all women. On 
the other hand. Talking With... is a statement of 
humanity—how human beings react to each other, 
how we hurt each other, how we help each other, 
how we help and hurt ourselves.

From the anxious actress about to face an 
expectant audience, to the pregnant woman in the 
final stages of labor, to the tatooed woman who’s 
found a sense of self and belonging through her 
tatoos, TalkingWith... is an insightful exploration 
of the human condition and the emotions and 
struggles we as human beings face every day.
