Dr. Dodrill is
past president of national Theta Alpha Phi Theatre Honorary, the Ohio Speech Association and the
Ohio Theotre Allionce. He is responsible for many innovations in Otterbein Theatre, including the
‘‘quest star,’’ summer theatre, the professional theatre intern program, and most recently the BFA
degree in Theatre.

D. MARTYN BOOKWALTER has just completed his MFA in Theatre Design at the California
Institute of the Arts. After graduation from Otterbein in 1975 he studied design at the New York
Lester Polakov Studio of Scene Design and taught design at the Dayton Arts Center. He has de-
signed over 50 major productions in recent years, including serving as Designer for the 1976
Summer Theatre, a position he will also fill this season.

DON PAISLEY is the newest member of the theatre faculty at Otterbein. He is a graduate of
the University of Michigan and is currently completing his Ph.D. His Otterbein responsibilities
include basic courses in acting, theatre history and droma, makeup and creative dramatics. He
directed the winter preduction of Hot L Baltimore.

FRED J. THAYER, Designer-Technical Director at Otterbein since 1960, was graduated from
Bowling Green State University with an M.A. in Theatre. He has designed for the University of
Toledo, Bowling Green and the Huron Playhouse. He recently studied design and production with
Jo Mielziner and Lester Polakov. His spring sabbatical was spent ebserving design and technical
procedures at numerous theatres in Ohio and surrounding states.

PETIE DODRILL, a native Pennsylvanian with a B.A. degree from Penn 5tate ond on M.F.A.
in Theatre from Ohio University, hos worked as an actress, director, designer ond costume
designer for several theatres. She functions as Costume Designer and Children’s Theatre Director
at Otterbein.
