Common Book Author Conor Grennan to visit Otterbein  

Conor Grennan spent eight years at the EastWest Institute (EWI), both in 

Prague and the EU Office in Brussels. During that time, he developed and 
managed a wide variety of projects focusing on issues such as peace and 
reconciliation in the Balkans and harmonizing anti-trafficking policy. In 2001 
he was made Deputy Director of EWI’s Program on Security and Good 
Governance, and served as the Advisor on EU Affairs to EWI’s Worldwide 
Security Program. 

In 2004, twenty-nine year old Conor left EWI to venture around the world. It 
was during this time that he spent three months volunteering in the Little 
Princes Children’s Home in the village of Godawari,  Nepal.

Not able to turn his back on the children, Conor founded the non-
profit  organization Next Generation Nepal that is dedicated to reconnecting trafficked children 
with their families.
