DEATHS 

Dr. J. P. Landis, '69, died in Day­

ton, Ohi-o, Sunday, October 17. Dr. 

Landis was born October 27, 1843 and 

would have been 94 years old had he 

lived t en days l,onger. He received 

his A.B. from Otterbein in 1869; 

A.M. in 1872; D.D. in 1882 and Ph.D. 

(cum laude) from Wooster in 1889. 

He served in the Union Army fr om 

1862 to 1865. Dr. Landis was an or­
dained minister and spent a number 
of years in the pastmate and in 1880 
became connected with Bonebrake 
Theolog,ical Seminary as Professor ,of 
Hebrew exegesis and ·Old T estam ent 
Theology. He was known as a He­
brew scholar, a writer of note and a 
g rea t churchman. He was the oldes t 
living a lumnus and has had possession 
of the Alumni Cane for the past five 
years. Aimong the many honors con­
fered upon him during his life time 
was his r ecogni tiion in Who's Who in 
America (1936-37). Thousands -of 
people have lost a friend, the Semi­
nary has J.ost a beloved professor, the 
College has lost a noble alumnus and 
1the United Brethren denomination has 
lost a great churchman. Truly Dr. 
Landis lived a great life.
