PRES. CLIPPINGER RESIGNS

Many f{riends of President W. G.
Clippinger were very mu:ch surprised
Iriday, June 11, when at the close of
reading. his the
Joard of Trustees he- submitted his
resignation to become effective Sept.
1, 1939. President Clippinger is fin-
1shing his twenty-ninth year as presi-
dent of the college and by Sept. 1939
have completed thirty years of
service to the institution. This is of
course the longest term of service of
any of the thirteen presidents who
have served in that capacity, and is also
a record which is not equalled by
many college presidents, in fact he is
the Senior '‘College President in Ohio
at the present. time.

During President Clippinger’s ten-
ure the student body has increased
from 175 to 385 and the faculty from

18 to 37. Six new buildings were
also erected during this period and
cndowments have increased from

$150,000 to $1,250,000 most of this
having been raised during the Dia-
mond Jubilee ICampaign when the
president secured a gift of $250,000
from the General Education Board and

$75,000 from the Carnegie Corpora-
tiom.
President  Clippinger is  widely

known as a crusader for the advance-
ment of temperance and religious edu-
cation. He is president of the Ohio
Anti-Saloon League and the Columbus
Torch Club, vice chairman and board
member of the International Council
of Religious Education, a member of
the Intercollegiate Prohibition Asso-
ciation and of the North American
Administrative Council of the World
Sunday ‘School Association,
