The Psychology of Mysticism
By President W. G. Clippinger

== O R & slarting point for this
F discussion many  definitions
O mysticism might he given
I submit Boaldwin's dehni-
tion which for psychological purposes
will meet the requirements of  the
paper. “Those forms of speculative
and religions thomghts which profess
to attain to an ammediate apprelen-
sion of the divine essence or the ult-
nite gronnd of existence,

To say in a practical way that it is
mere intraspection does not meet all
the requirements. Thar it is the soul
turning in on itslef is in part only an
adequate statement and vet both these
homely and commonplace phrases pres-
ent a very practical aspect ol the frame
of mind known as “mystical.” To
fulfill the requirements of the delip-
tion we conceive of mysticism m a
fouriold aspect.

1. Literary or Poetical, as that which
grows out of a dream life or spirit of
revery : a sort of romanticism express-
g itself m such works as Ik Mar-
vel’s Dream Life and Reveries of a
Bachelor. Poe's works, or in fact in any
genuine poetry of romantic or highly
idealistic type.

2. P'hilosophic Mysticism as found in
the practices and beliefs of the Orient-
al type of mind and reflected some-
what in the growing tendency of
Americans, to indulge in such litera-
ture as the Rubaiyat of Omar Khyyam

af the poems of Hafig or Sir Thomas

\rnold

4. Oeeultism, i the form of magie,
telepathy mesmerism,, seance, Christ-
lan seietice, ¢tc.

. Religiott= Mysticisniwhich may be
comsidered as either Ethnic or Christ-
i, fThese may he in the form of
dreams, vistons, and deeply emotional
states ol conscions  or  subeonseious
clivacter

Tor treat  this subject  adequately
all these should  be
considered, and that from a two fold
standpoint.  First, historically as to
it~ genesis in the individual and the
race; sevond, psvehologically.

My paper must of necessity be con-
fined to the latter hali of the fourth
kindd of mysticism that s, Christan
mysticism, and that only 1o the psy-
t']lnlr.'gil*:ﬂ side.

A comprehensive treatment of even
this phrase wounld require the follow-
mnes

First, The relation of mysticism to
feeling as such.

Second, [ts relation to the will and
intellect.

Third, Its relation to  faith, trust,
and helief as specific phases of the
hirst,

Withont attempting to elaborate the
above in order, the following thoughts
grow out of the study. Coe
wisely observes in his article in
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The Hibhert [ournal that there is a
generic similarity of all mystical hie;
hence psychologically considered, all
mysticism is the same but in the ob-
jects of contemplation or thought only
dees one form differ from another,
Functionally it must be the same, Per-
haps there 1s not a single science, says
Munsterberg, from Geometry to Theo-
logy which has not its private con-
flicts with mystical doctrines.

As it seems then one and perhaps
the chief characteristic of a mystic is
his suggestibility and his highly sensi-
tive and responsive nature. The ele-
ments of a mystical being are thus in-
dicated by Coe,

Loss of a sense of personality.

An impression of being out of the
body as in the case of Paul.

A sense of identification with the
abject of ones thought—a melting to-
gether as the lowing together of two
fluids, a tendency to become a One-
AL absorption into deity

Munsterberg sums up the require-
ments thus:

The human mind must be able to
percieve in an incomprehensible way
the ideas and thoughts of others, :

The assumption that the human
mind can control the thoughts and
actions of others.

The recognition of the functions of
a deeper self which is usually hidden
under our regular personality.

Psychical deeds of the human spirit
after the earthly death. according to
which doctrine the spirits are ready
to enter into communication with liv-
ing men by the help of mediums by
noise, table tappings and liftings,
slates drawings, etc.

Suggestibility essential to a mysti-
cal attitude. That is, there must be
non-resistance, a deep  belief, faith
or confidence in the operator. “The

most deep-seated form of belief is re-
ligious faith and there cannot be the
shghtest doubt that religious emotions
from the lowest fetichism to the high-
est protestantism, has always been fer-
tile soil for therapeutic suggestion.”

The suggestion here it seems comes
from the subject himself. i we allow
that there is the conscious and the
subsconcious self; that which is above
and that which 1s below the threshold
of personality: in other words if we
grant a so-called double personality,
does 1t not at once seem clear that it
is simply soul communing with itsel,
spirtt with spirit, in - which the con-
scious or super threshold personality
exercises more or less of the sugges-
tive influence over the subpersonal
self and thus awakened to this consci-
ous communion, the latter becomes
quickened to a sense of its own exist-
ence and conscious experiences.

So I maintain that just as one mi d
is under the influence of anothe: mind,
so the higher seli may superimpose it-
selfl upon the other self in such a way
as to produce functionally the same
results.  Likewise it can so place it-
self conscious  and  subconscious  in
such relation to the supreme spirit as
to produce a most healthy state of
mind and conduct.

In other words one may hypnotize
himsell or place himself in such rela-
tion to higher spirits as to be hypnotiz-
ed by them,

“Religious  mysticism springs from a
desire for an intimate communion with
God.”  Ordinary religion is practicai;
the mystic 1s metaphyical. It is
passive meditation, a spirit of lass-
itude, if you please, by which the
things of sense are let c¢o and the
things of spirit laid hold of until the
distinctions of individuality disappear
and the finite spirit achieves unity or
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identity  with  the supreme Deing.
This, it has been observed, cannot be
obtained by ordinary thoaght process,
S0 a supra-rational experience is re-
sorted 1o, as iHustrated in swoons,
oiving of gifts and other like phenom-
ena. Daldwin in this connection re-
fers to the “apes mentis™ or scintilla
of Pomaventura and the “Funkleim"™ of
Eckhort as the spark of the faculty by
which this is obtained. Reference might
he made hiere to such types of mind as
Carlyle, Emerson, Boehm and Tauler.

There seems evervwhere in mystic-
tsm a cpnscious recognition of the spi-
ritual unity and intimate relation of
the finite amd miinite,

Intense religions feehing is always
tinged with mysticism.  n the one
hand this attitude has always been a
bealthy protest agamst the coldly
practical and mechanical functions of
retigion and on the other it has often
lapsed o mere eostasy or UNCONSci-
ousness, [, as Inge remarks, religious
conseionsness begins as pure feeling it
15 not 1o be wondered at that untem-
pered hy reason it should foat off into
all sorts of wild extravagances. A\s is
quoted from Cousin: “The true union
of the soul with God takes place
through virtue and truth. Every
other union is a chimera, a peril and
sometimes a crime,”

In  this connection I am dis-
pused to quote at length  from
Inge. who makes a consistent
distinction as< to the place of the intel-
lect and will in mysticism. “The dan-
ger to which the mystics have often
fallen victims is the temptation to
clutch at the fruition of the spiritual
union befare they have gone through
the toilsome preparation and discipline
of the will and intellect, They have
tried to live throughout in the pleasant
region of devont feeling. The result

of this impatience is somefimes that the
intellect is sacrificed or remains out-
side the religious life. In such cases
there is no check upon superstitions
hehiefs, which often take the form of
fantastic theosophy or magic; and no
check upon such excesses of emotion-
alism as are frequently witnessed at re-
ligicus revivals. Sometimes it is the
ethical faculty which is starved. This
very serious omission has in history
issted in two  pervisions—antinom-
fanistu and  quietism.  The former
teaches that hie who is led by the Spirit
can div no wrong, or that the sins of the
hody cannot stain the soul.  The lat-
ter teaches that we can ‘hearken what
the Lard God will say concerning us’
most satisfactorily if we'sit with folded
arms. [t must be admitted that these
schouls of philosophy which are most
An sympathy with mysticism have heen
on the whole ethically weak. The
classical form of mystical philosophy
is Criental panthéism, which by ohlit-
crating all outlines makes all things
carally divine, and leaves no room for
distinctions between right and wrong.”

It seems that Dr. Charles Cuthbert
Hall is quite right in maintaining 1hat
the philosophical. meditative mystical
mind of the Oriental is the very soil in
which Christianity, which has its roots
inmysticism but bears fruit in the prac-
tical, can best flourish,

There is therefore an cthical aspect
to healthy Christian mysticism.  Tlus
and this only dare be recognized as
having a legitimate place in our edu-
cational procesess. False mysticism,
according to King, is unethical, be-
cause of its neo-Platon'e aspeet which
has nothing ethical in it. The very
pressure of the social conscionsness is
strongly against a neo-Platonic mys-
ticism. Neither does it give a real per-
sonal God a place in its system, Quot-

.
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ing Herrmann he says: “Mysticism fre-
quently passes into pantheism even in
men of the highest energys they re-
fuse 1o be satistied with the mere long-
ing after Gaod, or to remain on the way
ta him. but determine to reach the goal
itself and rest with God himself.”
it gives no place to the personal in God
it must of necessity be little or even
deny . personality to man, for it fails
Lo recounize the reason, the freedom or
the abligation in man.  Thus it results
in a sort of ecstatic swoon experience
which surpresses the human and neg-
lects its abligation to others.

Simple emotion is not the test of re-
lgious state, nor subjectivism, nor a
neglect of the historical basis of faith.
Panetheism likewise is one of the re-
sults. of a false mysticism,

Summing up the entire: question,
then, King names as  the justifiable
elements of mysticism; (1.1 the insis-
tence on the legitimate place of feeling
in religion as a real and vital experi-
ence; (2.) the emphasis on ones own
conviction and  faith; (3.) the real
difficulty of expressing the full mean-
ing of the religious experience ; (4.) the
demand for a complete ethical surren-
der to God;and (5)the faith in the real

unity and worth of the world in Gaod.

Real mysticism has as its seat and
legitimate accompaniment a real emo-
tion, but a healthy mysticism will not
strain after emotional but will insist on
a strictly ethical relation in the social
conscinus, Again King in his chapter on
“Religion as a Personal Relation™ taken
from “Reconstruction in Theology™
very pertinently remarks that the basis
of the divine friendship as of any hu-
man friendship must be three fuld @ mu-
tual self and answering
trust, mutual seli surrender; and some
deep community of interests.

Following this a step further [ can-
not refrain from referring to  Jones’
splendid treatment in various sections
of the influence of the great Personal-
ity on the individual for the highest
and completest sell realization.

It would seem then that from a func-
tional point of view a proper mysticism
must be an adjustment of the entire
self to the vne Great Reality. Religion
as Coe remarks is primarily an unrea-
soned reaction. To me it is the willing
conscious response to the strongest
and better that is within and to the
stronger and better that is without the
self.

Apart from these features, de-
bating offers a field unequalled
by any other college activity for
developing in men practical elfici-
ency, ability to think guickly. and
logically, o analyse a subject, de-
tect fallacies. and to speak force-
fully, logically and effectively. No
other training so completely fits
men for success and for leader-
ships in all professions or callings
as does training in debate and for
this reason every student should
if possible avail himself of the op-
portunity which will be offered
this year under a competent
coach and mstructor.

The training and coaching of
the debatérs will be in charge of
Mr. Bale. who last yvear, with al-
mest entirely new material and
with but four week’s time for
coaching, turned out ovr two win-
nine teams. |t 15 his purpese to
hegin the work of training at
gnce, his intention being to or-
vanize and conduct a class in do-
bate two hours per week during
the whole of the first semester
for all those who desire to try for
the team and also for those who
merely want the training. Mr,
Pale expects from 40 to 50 can-
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didates out for the preliminaries
and has almost that number
siened up already. ’

The preliminaries will be held
and the teams sclected before the
holidays. This arrangement will
give three months for the coach-
ing of the teams before the debat-
es with Buchtel and [ledelberg
in March. There is alsy some
chance of a debate  with  Ohio
Weslevan on the subject of the
“Recall,” although it is not defin-
itely settled yet. The intercolle-
wiate question has not heen chos-
en although correspondence has
already been started with other
collezes in regard to its selection,
There scems to he some prefer-
ence at present for the discussion
of the “Initiative and Reieren-
dum.” owing to its bemg a live
issue in  connection  with  the
coming  Constitutional  Converi-
ton.

With such preparations. Otter-
hein stands a splendid chance to
repeat her record of double vie-
tory in debate, established in the
triangle last yvear and there should
he no reason, with our two splen-
did literary societies having from
Y5 1o 100 members each. why
there should not be 20 or 25 men
from each socicty enter this con-
test to become one of the repre-
sentatives of Otterbein in thisthe
highest field of intercollegiate
contest, and there 1§ no reason.
