The Conservation of Human Energy 
By A. s. WOLFE, '15 

THE great problem in manufac­
turing is to get the largest pos­
sible results with the least pos­

sible expenditure'; the least wear and 
tear of machinery. There is a human 
problem of the same kind. 

The world is full of nervous and 
fidgety people, who keep themselve5 
everlastingly busy, and wear them­
selves out with habits and fears that 
are wholly useless and destructive. 

One man cannot sit down, for in­
stance, without constantly tapping his 
foot on the floor, or else he will beat 
an incessant tattoo with his hands on 
the chair or table. Another is ever­
lastingly pulling his mustache, strok­
ing his hair, fixing his clothes, or ad­
justing his necktie. All these needless 
and u eles maneuvers constitute a 
tremen~ous nervou and vital drain 
on the constiution; there is a constant 
leakage of nervous force and muscular 
energy. Sooner or later the nervous 
system is undermined, the vitality of 
the individual sapped, and the re­
sulting catastrophe is either a "blow­
up" or a "breakdown." 

These habits gradually wear what 
are called "nerve paths" which as 
they are worn deeper and deeper 
cause 11 given habit to become more 
and more strongly fastened on the per­
son who encouragei, them, just as 
water running in Ohe course will cut a 

• ditch, or walking repeatedly O\rel" the 

lawn will wear a path in the sod. 
Some form of slavish worry has 

fastened itself in the daily be­
havior of most of us in one form or 
another. It is shown in the case pf 
the man who cannot take a stroll un­
less he has a bunch· of keys or some 
money to count in his right-hand 
trouser pocket. 

William S. Saddler tells us that 
after delivering a lecture at a chau­
tauqua on this subject, an intelligent 
woman confessed to him that she had 
counted every seam in the tent; and 
likewise had counted all the strips in 
all the tents on the ground. 

Another young . lady had walked 
nineteen blocks without once step~ing 
on a seam or crack in the sidewalk. A 
young school teacher could not ab-

ain from counting her teps. One day 
she miscounted the steps between the 
gate and the porch and had to walk it 
all over again so that she might walk 
it in the usual number of steps. 

Others have formed the· habit of 
constantly being in a hurry. it makes 
no difference where you meet them, 
they are " imply rushed to death" : 
"so glad to see you, but haven't time 
to talk it over now" ; "how do you do, 
and good bye." They do not take 
time to eat nor to rest. These restles1 
people remind one of a steam engine 
with the governor off; they are mak­
ing a great fuss, a loud noise, but they 
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are accomplishing little in the line of 
useful work. \,Vhen they go to bed 
at night, they are still so rushed tha.: 
they are unable to find time to go ta 
sleep. They worry and fret half of the 
night because their schemes did not 
work out. They are distracted in 
soul and body. Their minds are fillec. 
with imaginary pictures of what ; ; 
going to happen, and their souls are 
tilled with fear. Did I say fear? 
\Vhence comes this power to stranglt! 
and render weak, poor and inadequate 
the lives of so many? Fear in all it,; 
phases of expres 'ion, such as worry, 
anxiety, or foreboding care, is the 
greatest energy of the human soul. 

\\ ith thousands of people, the dread 
of some i1npending evil is ever present. 
It haunts them in their happiest hours. 
lt is the ghost at. the banquet and the 
skeleton in the closet. They are afraid 
of a draft; afraid of getting chilled 
or taking cold; they are afraid to eat 
what they want; afraid of losing their 
money, or losing their life; they are 
afraid of hard times; afraid their 
crops are going to fail; afraid of 
lightning and tornadoes; their whole 
lives are filled with fear. 

The things which make us prema­
turely old, which wrinkle our faces, 
take the elasticity out of our steps, the 
bloom from our che~ks, and which rob 
us of joy are not those things which 
actually happen. ·what a splendid 
thing it would be if the habitual wor­
rier could see a picture of himself as he 
would have been if his mind had al­
ways been free from fear. Instead of 
being prematurely old, his face fur­
rowed with wrinkles, he \vould appear 
fresh, vigorou , optimistic, hopeful 
and bouyant. 

Now it will be asked, can such 
habits and such fear be changed? 

Yes; in fact it is the easiest thing in 
the world to overcome them. The 
way is two-fold, either by stopping 
the habit itself, or by substituting an­
other for it. This requires both the 
budy and the will. " ew thought-, 
must be executed with decision and 
regularity, the new habit must be re­
peated!) and pen,istently wrought out 
through the body. Per-.istent, intelli­
gent, regular, systematic and de­
termined effurt c,n the part of the mind 
will prove successiul in uprooting al­
most any habit "vhich has fastened it­
self upon the human body. .\nd when 
all this is backed up and reinforced bv 
the inlinite power of the indwellin: 

"' spiritual forces and the mighty will 
of the Di \·ine :-lind, who can limit the 
po,Yer and possibilities vested in the 
intellectual and moral forces of th~ 
human mind? 

The comi'ng man will rise above all 
sense of fear. I le will realize that his 
capital stock is his mental, ?1-Uscular 
and nervous energy. IIe will heed the 
Yoice of the Di, ine Son of God who 
-,aid: Take nu thought of the morrow 
fur the murrow will take thoug·ht fo; 
the things of itself.

These men 
kept their eye on the ultimate goal of 
American life.by standing for devotion 
to principles. lo~·e for liberty, and con­
secration to the interest of humanity. 
.:.-.; o man looking at these character,; 
and understanding the relation of the 
hero to his people will belie,·e that the 
present conditions in our politics. 
greed. graft and bribery, are the ex­
pression of the truly AmBrican heart 

There are also large opportunities 
for national heroism. The heroism of 
the individual may not he far-reach­
ing. but it has its effect on the imme­
diate community. The influence of 
heroism in political circles is much 
greater because it affects more people 
and the influence of national heroism 
is world-wide. The world knows the 
existing conditions betwe_en Italy and 
Turkey. \\rhen Germany makes a 
suspicious mon in military affairs, 
the report is echoed round the world. 
Every nation watches eagerly to see 
how America deals with the tariff 
question. \Vhen a disturbance arises 
in the English Parliament. her ~o,·e · 
ments are noted by other nations. 
\\'hen a spir of discontent and rest­
lessness creeps over China, the world 
is interested in the results. Nation,; 
are not exclusive. but each natio,n 
frorns a ,rart of the others by lending 
its influence in the way of solving its 
national problems. 

The world today is crying for peace 
and the elimination of war. but what 
nation is heroic enough to lead in the 
great moYement, abandoning her 
implements of war and risking her na-

tional life in the cause of peace? Un­
doubtedly America must lead in this 
great movement, and well has she be­
gun her task. Instead of using the 
public money for the destruction nf 
other nations, let it be turned in chan­
nels of usefulness to humanity. in re­
l110Ying the obstacles ,\·hich impede 
natinnal and international progress. 

:-;uch a "war" as building the Pan­
ama Canal is a credit to any nation, 
and while it draws heaYily - on our 
treasury. it ha ginn emplnyment to 
thousands of men instead of killing 
them. and the result will be an eYer-in­
creasing blessing to mankind. The 
money spent in reclaiming our waste 
lands of the \\'est will yield far bet­
ter results than any that was ~ver 
spent in battering down the forts of 
a hostile nation. Tunnels such as 
those, in the Rockies and under th<.: 
Hudson for the transportation of 
goods, will always prove more benefi­
cial than those burrowed under some 
foreign city for its destruction. 
- Js not this true heroism? vVhen men 

and nations will forget war. they will 
learn that true heroism does not con­
sist in deeds of destruction but of con­
struction, and that true heroism i.~ 
allied not with the physical but with 
the moral nature. And the poet wh0 
in the distant future writes the history 
of the age of true heroism will not tell 
of an Alexander _or c~sar or Napo­

The athletic field which was "new" in 191" was now quite well worn, Inn 
it had been further improved by the erection of a concrete grandstand and 
bleachers and was fitted with all the latest improvements. :--Ioreover, near the 
entrance to Otterbein Field wa~ a splendid ne\\' g·ymnasium, recently erected 
at a cost of *.'J0,000, filling a long·-fel t ,vant. ] t was no wonder that Otter­
beiri's recent athletic teams were ~\·inning all llunors in their various activities, 
and the Tan and Cardinal still could boast of the highest grade athletics of 
any school its size in the state. 

Of course tb e faculty was abu larger and better than ever. Good old 
Prexy Clippinger had passed away prematurely, worrying over the peculiari­
ties of student life, and Carl Cifford's curly locks ,vere turning gray trying· to 
till the position. 'l he same zeal which had won for Carl the presidency of the· 
Freshman class in UJJ 1 had also made him President of Otterbein. 

,\ number of the leading faculty members had been in school at the same 
time we were. \'irgil }Iaync was one of the instructors in voice, and Poppy 
Ilea! in chemistry. Ralph }Ioses was Jilling the chair of Theology made vacant 
by the death of Dr. Jones, for Ralph had settled down and become religiou:-:, 
after Esta married another fellow. 

Tllm :\" el sun had taken the retired Dr. Sanders' place, and he was al ways 
tilled with some lofty thought or idealistic philosophy. Yes, he had married 
the Campbell girl, and Richer, through sheer power . of persuasive oratory, 
had finally secured for himself the other one. 

'\Ye didn't ha,-e much time to visit class-rooms, but learned that Shine 
}1c Lel'd and Carl Roup were still in school, trying to get through PoliticJl 
Science. 

Those who ha\·e not had the experience can scarcely realize the tender 
feelings engendered by a visit, after an absnce of years, hack to one's old Alm,1 
:Mater and the scenes of "those good old college days." There is somethinr~ 
almost pathetic in the reminiscences ii stirs up and the knowledge that the old 
college chums and the days uf general good fellowship have passed forever, 
and the busy world unly gives occasional opportunity for reunion or the chance 
crossing of paths. · 

\Ve felt ten years younger again after a few days' stay in the vigorous, 
virile college community, and Cupe and I both yowed that the whole trip had 
been the most pleasant Yacation we ever experienced. '\Ve also promised 
oursei\'es that sometime within the next decade we again would both leave 
business long enough to take a similar jaunt and re,·isit Otterbein. It was 
with considerable reluctance that Cupe and 1 separated, hoping unbounded 
prosperity for the old institution and all her alumni and friends.

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Simplified Spelling-The agitation 
in farnr of a simplified spelling does 
not seem to die out. It: is always haru 
to break away from old customs, but 
there is a healthy undercurrent m 
favor of the phonetic spelling. 

There is much in the reform to 
commend itself to the common run of 
people. The contention that adding ugh 
to tho, one gets a better tho than if he 
didn't add it, appeals to the wayfarer 
as an empty claim; and that -when 
spelling tuf, one does it better by mak­
ing ough spell uf than uf itself, falls 
short of satisfying common sense. 

Yeneration of antiquity is all right 
at times, but there are times when it 
should change to respect for things as 
they are, and the simple life which is 
increasing in the affections of the peo­
µle naturally is bringing the simple 
spelling along with it. 

Distinct Articulation-Next to hav­
ing- goud ideas, comes the importaricc 
()i being able tu express them clearly 
and forcibly. There are few people in 
schoul who pay sufficient attention tu 
the importance of proper expression or 
art of public speaking. The members of 
art of public speaking.The members of 
,·arious debate teams can testify how 
stn:nuously the coach made them 
work tu attain distinct articulation. 
Also, the most popular actors are those 
that can be understood the easiest by 
the audience. 

A. person who can not speak so that 
he can be understood, ought to keep 
silent. Some peopJe are too lazy, ap­
parently, to open the mouth or move 
the lips in seeking expression. Others 
talk like the wind rushing by, until 
their utterance has no more distinct­
ness than a clatter or a buzz. Again, 
it is not always the man who talks the 
loudest that makes himself most clear. 

Sometimes it happens that mussy 
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articulation comes of mussy ideas, but 
more {)ften it is the re<:ult of down­
right carelessness; both of which 
faults should be corrected before a per­
son speaks to an audience, or even to 
a friend. For a clear. distinct vuice 1s 
a s, •rt of Yirtue. 

The Greatest Truths One nf the 
fault-; sometimes found in educati,,nal 
tendencies is that the direction of co1 -
lq~e study is to\\'ard the analytic-the 
picking (If things to pieces, and conse­
quently the picking of flaws; the cap­
tiou,, habit. the narrow view. The syn­
thetic is too often neglected, which in 
truth is the nobler part of an education. 

One of the saddest commentarie,; 
upon higher education is when a per­
'-llll gets so '·smart" that he calls the 
fhble a fairy-story and the Di\'ine Be­
in~- a myth. "\Ye do not believe a col­
leg·e training make<: skeptics of real 
men and women. but snmclimcs people 
that are deficient 111 "backbone" 
stray a,,a,· from cmnprehensi, e truth 

and the great goYerning ideas that ex­
plain somewhat the import of life. 

College people ought to know that 
the great truths can not lie proved. 
God can not he proved, nor can the im­
murtality of the soul. ,\rgument 1!­

finite, and the great truths are in finite. 
"\Vhat one beliens of the infinite 
things one must feel. This is the 
pri \·ilege uf the soul. ,, hose existence 
is the corollary of this feeling. One 
cannot take a soul into the laboratory 
and prn1·e its existence. The hope, the 
yea ming of the heart, the lc:,ve of vir­
tue, and the sacrifice are things that 
one cannot put into a crucible, 
and yet they belong to the formula of 
truth. 

In the final analysis. the great truths 
of C<,d, of immortality and of the sou! 
are the. objectives of the intuition, or 
the lnnging of the aspiration, which 
are above lng-ic, reason and science, 
and the more they are cultiYated and 
strengthened the closer one gets to the 
great fact of God and immortality.
