Dr. E. E. Burtner Gives First of 

Series of Sunday Evening 

Sermons. 

Dr. E. E. Burtner, at the Uni ted 
Brethren Church, Sunday night, de­
liv ered an unusuall y helpful and ef­
ftcti ve sermon on the question of 
"D ivorce' '. 

Dr . Burtner revealed the star t lin g 
extremes to which the U nited States

how serious a problem 1s presented by

South Carolina for instance, the laws 
are so stri ct that divorce cannot be 
obtained on any grounds whatsoever, 
whi le in certain other states a decree 
is granted for "anything that makes 
li fe burdensome". 

In presenting statisti cs, Dr . Burtner 
brought the problem home by stating 
that last year in Franklin County, in 
which W estervill e is located, the 
divorce decrees granted exceeded the 
marriage li scenses issued. H e further 
stated that there were 132,000 divorces 
'in the U. S. lat year , which was 112 
di vorces for every 100,000 population. 
In California in the last ten years 
divorces have increased 207% and in 
the U nited States divorces have in ­
creased from 53 per every 100,000 
populati on in 1890 to 112 per every 
100,000 population in 1916. 

Dr. Burtner emphasized the fact 
that it was not merely the ministers 
o! the United States who are becom­
ing alarmed at the condition of things, 
but people everywhere, as is evidenced 
by hundreds of editorials in the news­
papers of the land, and by remarks 
and comment made by influential men 
of America. Judge White, for in­
stance, of the New York Supreme 
Court said , " Divorce is becoming al­
most as fr equent as marriage and a 
li t tl e less hard". 

As a soluti on Dr. Burtner pointed 
to the teachings of Jesus Chri st who 
absolutely forbade divorce wit h re-
marri age. "Certainly", the pastor
