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Editorial

DEBATING is beginning to be recognized

by the most of our students as a great
practical benefit and this year it is taking on
a broader meaning than ever before. Many
of our boys are enthusiastic in their prepara-
tion for the coming local contest and from the
interest manifested and the class of students
that are entering we can foresee a strong team.
Some inducements have been offered by the
faculty to those who are interested in this
work. Those who make preparations for the
local contest will receive a credit of two hours
in their course and those who represent the
college in the inter-collegiate contests will
receive an extra credit of four hours. A class
will be formed after vacation in charge of one
of the professors in which all the members of

the team will be thoroughly trained. And
since the local contest is so near at hand it
behooves every aspirant to enter the work
with all earnestness and to bend every effort
toward a thorough preparation. Our school
stands and has always stood for high class
literary work and if this contest is entered
with the same interest and zealousness that
characterizes our society work, we do not
doubt but that our present high standard of
excellence will be maintained.

HE work of the students this term has not-
been of the usual high order. Most of
them have not realized that their college stud-
dies are the most essential things for which
they are here, but have placed out-side affairs
above school work. More delay, more lassi-
tude and more failures have been exemplified.
in class work than for many years past.
While there are many things to attract our at-
tention and draw our minds from study, we-
should, nevertheless, always hold upper most:
in our ambitions the one great aim for which:
we are here; namely, good concentrative study.
Let every boy and girl come back to school
after holidays with renewed energy and a
strong determination to make next term’s
work better than this,

UMEROUS attempts have been made at
various times since the erection of our
association building to equip the gymnasium
department with a complete furnishing of heat
light, baths and lockers, All previous efforts
have been futile and it has been left to the
work of this year for its sucessful accomplish-
ment. Both associations, the Y. M. C. A.
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and Y. W. C. A. are very much interested
and it will be through their efforts that the
plans will be successfully carried out. The
work is already under head-way; the ditch
from the water, gas and sewer mains has been
completed through the efforts of the students.
“The improvements consist of fitting up two of
the basement rooms, one for the ladies and
one for the gentlemen, with cement floors,
tip-basin -and shower baths, lockers and gas
heating and lighting. The gymnasium will
also be furnished with gas lights so that here-
after exercises may be held after night. This
is surely a much needed improvement and we
are glad to announce the fact to the graduates
and friends of the institution. It will require
considerable time and effort on the part of the
interested students, but some of our best men
from the faculty and student body are at the
helm and we are confident of its success.

Part of the money will be advanced by the
students themselves and part is expected to
be secured by solicitation from the friends of
the college, through the efforts of the students
during the holiday vacation. We are confi-
dent that this project will meet with the loyal
approval of all the friends of Otterbein who
are acquainted with the old condition of affairs
in the gymnasium.

EMORY is probably the chiefest and
most wonderful of all our faculties, and
now as we are entering upon the week of final
examinations for this term, the question wheth-
er or not we have prepared our work to be re-
.membered, is forced upon us for a demonstra-
tive answer. In the preparation of lessons
students do not usualy consider whether they
are working in a way that will be beneficial or
detrimental to their memories.

Many books have been written on the sub-
ject “Memory” and many schemes have been
devised for its cultivation, but as far as having
a distinct plan that will suit every mind, we
are no nearer the possession of such than were

the ancients. All minds are not alike and are
not susceptible ot the same methods of culti-
vation. Some remember dates; some places;
others remember appearances and conversa-
tions and the only true method of improve-
ment is for the individual himself who knows
and understands what things he forgets most
readily to devise a plan for the retention and
recalling of those particular objects or events.
Also one may go too far in the method of de-
veloping some particular weakness of the
memory. It may be done at the expense of
some stronger part. The assisting by mne-
monics or the associating of some strangely diff-
erent ideas for the remembering of others is
condemned by many authors Locke. says:
““The connection in our minds of ideas, in
themselves loose and independent of one
another, has such an influence and is of so
great force to set us wrong in our actions, as
well moral and natural passions, reasonings,
and notions themselves, that perhaps there is
not any one thing that deserves more to be
looked after.”

One of the most practical methods of culti-
vating and strengthening the memory is to
thoroughly practice it on the kind of items
that it easily forgets, but the manner of train-
ing must be a scheme of the individual him-
self. The weak part should be cultivated by
itself and not attached to some other stronger
form of the memory. If one item isthorough-
ly mastered, the effort will be strengthening
and eventually more and more may be retain-
ed until the memory in that particular becomes
serviceable. And by this single plan we avoid
ludicrous aasociations and improve the weak
faculty itself instead of imposing its work on
another faculty. Students indeed, should al-
ways be careful of their memories and if work
is taken for which this faculty is deficient the
very best effort should be put fourth to mas-
ter it.

HE small college
that tries to main-
tain a fair standing

NS among other colleges in
athletxcs and especially football will expe-
rience some trouble on account of the lack of
experienced and heavy men. When a coach
attempts to choose from one hundred and
twenty-five boys, a large majority of them
yet in the Academy, and not over twenty- five
per cent. of whom come out on the field for
practlce a team that is to play teams repre-
senting colleges which have such a large
number of ambitious athletes, three or four
of whom are competing for every position,
that coach is sure to be placed in a rather
discouraging position, unless by a fortunate
combination of circumstances, which very sel-
dom exists, a good supply of new material
comes in which can be used advantageously
with those who return from the previous year.

It happens sometimes that a majotity of the
old men who do not graduate and are ex-
pected back, do not come; then to add to
this trouble very little new material comes in
with the new students. Under such circum-
stances the small college is placed in a difficult
position.

Such were the conditions existing here
at Otterbein when school opencd last Septem-
ber.. At least four line men who were ex-
pected in failled to come. Three good men
with some experience were kept away by una-
voidable circumstances. No Otterbein coach
ever faced a more difficult or discouraging
proposition than did Coach Keene at the be-

ginning of the past sea-
son.. He' had: a hard
schedule before him with
but very little material, -
and that light, from which to develop his team.

Altman right end, McDonald left tackle,
Bates left half, ana Shively right half, were
the only regulars out during the first week of
practice. Bennett, weighing 174 pounds, was
the heaviest new man to show up; of last
years scrubs Funk and Kiehl were the only
ones out for practice. Not until the night be-
fore the O. S. U. game could the line up be
determined, in fact, not until that time did the
Coach know just what men would be availa-
ble.

Under such conditions we started the sea-
son; and the record made is evidence of the
work of Coach Keene and the loyalty of the
students, who never withdrew their support
even in the most discouraging moments. To
add to the trouble, the Coach was hampered
in developing new players, by another more
serious trouble of having men injured
in practice. Shively was kept out of the
Athens and Denison games because of a bad-
ly sprained ankle. Altman was seriously
handicapped by a muscle bruise. Kiehl, one
of the most promising new men, was kept out
of the last four games because of a bad knee.
Funk received a serious muscle bruise in the
Athens game which kept him out the rest of
the season. Bates had his knee injured just
previous to the Delaware game, and again in
the Delaware and Wooster games. Consid-
ering all these disadvantages in summing up
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the season’s work, only words of commenda-
tion can be added for the Coach and those
men who worked to maintain the record made
by Otterbein in the past. Much credit is due
those men, who, on account of work and other
reasons, were kept from playing regularly,
but who helped out when most needed.

We were forced to
cancel the Wittenberg
game and had one bad
score with Delaware.
This was due princi-
i pally to the crippled
condition of the team.
Eight games were play-
ed; two were won, one
tied, and four lost. It
success is to be meas-
ured by the loyalty as
expressed by the stu-
dents, or by pluck and grit, surely we can not
look back over the past season and say it was
unsuccessful.

DENISON 18; OTTERBEIN O

Otterbein for the first time in many years
has been defeated at the hands of the Denison
pigskin chasers. Heretofore Denison has been
rather weak at the game but this season she
has made quite a showing. In the game with
O. U. which took place on the home ground,
the superiority of the Baptist boys lay only in
their ability to get off trick plays. Their
success along this line was due principally to
the clever work of the quarter back who knows
how to handle a team. However this may be,
there was no excuse for permitting such a
large score, as our team could hold them for
downs and rush the ball almost at will.

The game started with Taylor kicking to
Bookman who made a fine return of 20 yards
before being downed. Our boys went into it
for keeps and by cross-tackle bucks and end
runs carried the ball to Denison’s five-yard line
where they lost on a fumble. This of course
spoiled one chance of scoring. The remainder
of the half was hotly contested, both sides

gaining much ground when in possession of the
leather. During this half our boys did some
brilliant work on the defence. At one time the
ball was within three yards of our goal and atan
other within less than a foot. It was surely a fine
piece of work in which every man took part.
Altman figured very conspicuously at this time,
as did also the backs. The half ended afew
minutes later with the ball near the middle of
the field. Neither team had succeeded in
scoring.

Of the second half, however, a different
story must be told. Otterbein kickcd off to
Denison who proceeded to advance the ball.
After battling for some time in which the
teams took turns at rushing the oval, Taylor
saw that something must be done if they
would continue their aspirations toward the
“Big Six.” He began to cut loose on his
tricks which he succeeded in working repeated-
ly for largegains. When near the goalline one
of his men fumbled. He was at the critical
position however to gather up the ball and
carry it over. The next touch-down came on
a fluke. It was made by Johnson the colored
full back. The third cameas a result of a fine
piece of interfering which left the runner
around the whole bunch.

If the fumbling, which characterized the
game throughout, had been eliminated the
score would have been entirely different.
Time after time when one of our men had
made a gain of 15 to 20 yardshe fumbled the
ball when tackled. This is discouraging to a
teamand will take all the ambition out of them
short meter. The Denison lads seemed to
have the art ot tackling the ball down *‘‘pat.”
Taylor and Johnson stared for the visitors.

OTTERBEIN O, DAYTON A. C. O.

Otterbein ended her football season for 1903
by a 0 to o game with the Dayton Athletic
club. The game was not characterized by the
spirited playing which was in evidence in some
of the formergames. There are two principal
reasons for this; first and chiefest, it is
almost impossible for a college team to put the
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proper spirit into a game which is contested
with a non-college aggregation. There is
not the same spirit of rivalry which exists
between two college ‘“‘Varsities.” This is
probably the chief reason for not defeating
the Dayton ‘‘All Stars.” Furthermore, some
of the players were in poor condition having
played the previous Saturday. Some of the
strongest men were not in the game at all.
This is one of the disadvantages the small
college has to face. The Thanksgiving game
follows so closely on the former one that the
players have not time to get in shape, if in-
jured in any way. For lack of fresh men the
old, scarred up veterans are obliged to take
their places.

Dayton kicked to Altman who made agood
return. Bates, Shively and Bookman repeated-
ly made first downs on single plays, carrying
the ball up the field. It was not long until a
touchdown seemed inevitable but some one had
to fumble on the five yard line. Dayton soon
put the ball out of danger by punting to Lloyd.
O. U. again set to work to recover the lost
ground. The backs and tackles made good
gains. Bookman succeeded in getting around
right end for a long run. Francis, Dayton’s
official, got in some good work for the locals
and kept us at a safe distance from the goal.
The second half was a repetition of the first;
even Francis’ work was not excluded. The
game throughout was simply a contest between
beef, muscle and official on one side and science
on the other.

We wish to take this liberty to thank our
Dayton friends for their support, in spite of the
coldness ot the weather. Your presence was
quite an inspiration to us all. We hope to
meet some college team in Dayton next year
and put up a game that will be much more
interesting to everybody.

OUR COACH.

Mr. Hersey R. Keene has demonstrated
himself an excellent coach by the successful
way in which he has directed the football team
this fall. He is a natural leader in athletics

and also holds the confidence of the boys by
his manly conduct.

After the holidays the regular gymnasium
work will begin under his direction; and with
the new improvements-and a regular director
more of the students ought to avail themselves
of this work.

He would make a fine end and
with more experience will develope into a star
player.

FUNK, FULL BACK.

Owing to
the condition of his work he did not get in
many games this season, but when he was in,
there were some holes made in the opponents’
line.

ROSSELOT, LEFT GUARD

“Frenchy” Rosselot who played left guard
this season, although this is his first season on
the regulars, gives promise of developing intoa
star guard. First, he has the proper disposi-
tion for a football player, he is steady, keeps
his head, talks little and plays ball. In many
of the games this season he played against men
who greatly out weighed him, and who had
many more years’ experience, but he was never
played off his feet or forced to leave the game.

DELLER, RIGHT GUARD

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PRESIDENT W. O. THOMPSON

PE take pleasure in presenting to our
\ readers an extract, referring to Ot.
S terbein University, from an address
prepared for the Ohio Centennial by President
W. O. Thompson, of O. S. U. He says as
follows:

«“This institution, located at Westerville,
Franklin Counyt, twelve miles north of Colum-
bus, was the outgrowth of the conviction that the
denomination should educate its children. The
official date of its founding is April 26, 1847,
and, as proclaimed in its publications, the in-
stitution is owned and contrelled by the
Church of the United Brethren in Christ.
The name was taken from Phillip William Ot-
terbein, the founder of the church. In 1845
the General Conference resolved, (1) that
proper measures be adopted to establish an
institution of learning; and (2) that it be rec-
ommended to the attention of the annual cen-
ferences. The Miami Conference was first to
act, March 3, 1846. Subsequently other an-
nual conferences acted favorably. In October
26, 1846, the Scioto Conference decided upon
the establishment of an institution, purchased
the Blendon Young Men’s Seminary, then op-
erated by the Methodist Episcopal Church, in-
vited ether conferences to co-operate, and on
April 26, 1847, the trustees appointed by the
Scioto and Sandusky Conferences met and
founded the ‘‘Otterbein University of Ohio.”
The following September the school was
opened as an academy. In 1849 the char-
ter was granted by the state of Ohio. The
work done was that of an academy until 1854,
when the first college class was formed. In
1857 the first class, consisting of two ladies—
Sarah Jane Miller and Mary Kate Winter—was
graduated, since which time no year has passed
without a graduating class.

““In many ways Otterbein is a typical denomi-
national college. Its origin was in the church;
its declared purpose was to further the inter-
erests of the church through the education of
her children; co-education from the founding
was heartily approved, and the influence of the
college upon the denomination has been most
beneficial. Its origin was at a time when the
denomination was not well organized, and the
sentiment in the church was in many instances
hostile to the cause of learning. Nevertheless
the early founders saw that ‘“‘regular communi-
cants when they left their homes for the theatre
of literary training were in a large majority of
instances carried away by the force of sur-
rounding influences, and either fell into the.
ranks of other denominations, or else made
shipwreck of their faith, and were thus lost to
the church.” It is significant, also, that the
founding of the college was followed by the
more complete organization of the church
in its enterprises for missions, Sabbath
Schools, theological education, church exten-
sion and other agencies for the promotion of
the interests of the denominations. The di-
rectand indirect benefits of the college to the de-
nomination have been many timesthe value of its
property and endowment, a fact not clearly
appreciated either by the chnrch or the public.
Like all other schools its influence has not
been confined to the church. A creditable pro-
portion of the alumni have entered the minis-
try, but with the growth of the college increas-
ing numbers have gone into the various call-
ings of life and have influenced their surround-
ings for better things.

““The university has survived the early strug-
gles against poverty and indifference ; has suf-
fered from loss by fire in 1870; has defeated
the project of romoval from the present loca-
tion, and meantime has kept its roll of students
quite in advance of the growth of the denomi-
nation. Its buildings are in good condition;
its faculty and trustees are active, and pros-
pects for future growth as bright as ever in its
history. Like all other colleges in Ohio its
needs are always in advance of its supply, but
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a wise use of limited funds has produced such
results as to !commend it {most heartily to
the church and to benevolently disposed cit-
izens.”

Profession of Law

MW E hear on every hand to-day the com-

‘ plaint, that the profession of law is
S overcrowded ; and to such an extent
that if a young man entering this profession
wishes to succeed he must resort to all the
scheming trickery and double-dealing strategy
known to the human mind. No other profes-
sion is so condemned for mischievous dealings
with the people, and no other class of men
have heaped upon their heads such accusations
of knavery as the modern lawyers.

Nor is the criticism limited to the modern
lawyer alone; people seem to find extreme
pleasure in calling up cases of the past in which
unjust means were employed to win a point at
law. And to prove that the profession has
ever been the home of the sophist they turn
back the pages of history nearly 1900 years
and point to Gamaliel, that old doctor of
Jewish law, and say that he for a political pur-
pose, and not because he believed himself to
be in the right, defended the cause of Peter
and his brother apostles.

That the profession of law is crowded needs
no comment, and that there are many men in
the profession who apparently have no concep-
tion of honesty, integrity, fairness or justice,
dare not be denied. But if any man who is
ambitious to become a lawyer, refuses to enter
the profession because it is already crowded,
or has in it men of unscrupulous priciples, that
man admits his inability to compete with other
men and his weakness to resist bad influences.
In fact it is this very class of weak men, both
in the profession and out of it, who should be
held responsible for all the charges of deceit
brought against the whole class of lawyers.
And I believe the fault lies more outside the

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profession than in it, fer if there were no dis-
honest, avaricious, greedy clients, such lawyers
would have no business.

The extent to which criticism of the profes-
sion is being carried is alarming in the extreme.
One might easily believe from the opinion as
expressed by a majority of the people, that the
modern lawyer is a predestined, pre-ordained
special agent of his Satanic majesty, licensed
by the government to deceive the courts, rob
the people, plunder the public coffers, defeat
justice, and establish wrong. ,

Such at least seems the prevailing opinion in
the minds of a large class of people, and it has
reached such influence that fathers are advising
some other line of work for their sons, where
the temptation to do wrong is not so great,
and anxious mothers solicitous for the spiritual
welfare of their boys, hear with heart-rending
alarm the statement from them that they would
like to study law.

While I believe the profession to have in it
men of low principles and deceitful character,
and in its wide influence and broad application
it offers good opportunity for such men to
operate, thereby making their pernicious
schemes more conspicuous and at the same
time practically protecting the schemer; I
further believe, the profession of law as a pro-
ession to be in grandeur of style and sublimity
of purpose, second only to that most noble and
inspiring of all professions, the ministry.
Those men who are using the profession of law
as a means of satisfying their avaricious greed
for gold, and with their infamous plans and
nefarious schemes are bringing down upon
themselves and the profession the criticism of
an 2lready indignant public, those men, I say,
should not be classed with the class lawyer, for
they are as far outside the pale of the true con-
ception of a lawyer as the modern trust mag-
nate is outside that course of life which leads
to peace everlasting. And they have no more
idea of the sacredness of the profession, or the
character of the men who have lent it its dig-
nity and influence, than they have of honesty
and justice. These men are not lawyers, they
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are merely pettifoggers, or rather, legal vul-
tures.

The men who make the profession of law the
great instrument for the retrieving of wrong
and the weighing of justice that it is, are men
of entirely different principles. The very
meaning of the term law demands men of in-
tegrity and thorough christian principles to
interpret and apply it. Hooker in his defini-
tion of law speaksof law as, ‘*having for her seat
the bosom of God; and her voice is the har-
mony of the world.” Blackstone gives a most
beautiful definition of law. He describes it as
‘“‘a science which distinguishes the criterions
of right and wrong; which teaches to establish
the one and redress the other, which employs
in its theories the noblest faculties of the soul,
and exerts in its practices the cardinal virtues
of the heart; a science which is universal in its
extent, accommodated to each individual, yet
comprehending the whole community.”’

Nor can such language be deemed extrava-
gant, for law is indeed the grand regulator of
human affairs, and from its musty ancient
archives men have. received inspirations that
have led them on to the grandest and noblest
of deeds.

It is to the profession of law the world has
ever looked for her greatest patriots, statesmen
and citizens, and she has not been disap-
pointed. As a proof of this statement I need
not go back to the Jewish Sanhedrin, or point
out to you that greatest of all Roman orators,
or remind you that England has given to the
world such men as Pitt and Burke and Glad-
stone, that Germany had her ‘Iron Chan-
cellor.” I need only to call to your mind the
names of some of the men our own country
has produced, such men as Jefferson, Madison,
the Adamses, Jackson, Clay, Abraham Lin-
coln, and when I think of the lives and works
of these men, I am at a loss to know how any
man, especially an American citizen, dare
criticise a profession such men helped to build
up here in America.

But there is one other I would mention in
this connection. A man whose life we all

knew so well, whose greatness we could not
help but feel, whose kindness of heart like the
morning sun brightened everything with which
it came in contact. William McKinley’s life
was filled with greatness. He was a kind hus-
band, a christian gentleman, a wise statesman,
a noble president, and a great lawyer. He
was the very incarnation of the spirit of Black-
stone’s definition of law. In his practice he
exerted the cardinal virtues of his heart, and
when the people would have literally torn to
pieces the cowardly wretch who so treacher-
ously took his life, his request was that the
criminal be protected and the law allowed to
take its course.

Such were the men who have established
the pillars of ‘the profession of law here in
America. They were not pettifoggers, neither
were they legal vultures. They had not for
their purpose the prevention of justice or the
trumping up of cases at law to attract attention
and acquire wealth. They were men in the
true sense, and lawyers as they were men.
To them the law was a noble, a grand, a sub-
lime gift from God, and theirs was the privi-
lege to apply it justly and properly. Their
character was as sacred to them as the memory
of their mother, and their honor as delicate as
a maiden’s blushes. Such were the lives of
the men who gave to the law its prastige and
they truly excite our emulation.

What can now be said of the inducements the
profession offers to a young man? It offers to
every young man who is willing to work, who
is willing to exert his utmost effort, to sacrifice
his selfish interests, to rise above temptation to
do wrong, to abstain from everything which
will injure his health and corrupt his morals;
who believes in the justice of Almighty God
and will apply the teachings of the Holy Scrip-
ture in the practice of his profession; to such
a man, the profession of law offers a position of
trust and confidence. A high and holy func-
tion is the province to vindicate rights and re-
dress wrongs. Men will come to him in their
hours of trouble, not such trouble as religion
can solace or medicine cure, but the trouble
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arising from innocence accused, confidence
betrayed, property invaded, promises broken,
domestic relations violated or life endangered.
The guilty and the innocent, the upright
and the dishonest, the wronging and the
wronged, the knave and the dupe alike consult
him and with the same unreserved confidence.

The lawyer perhaps more than any other
man, comes more nearly to seeing the human
heart completely unveiled before him. All the
vices, all the passions, all the virtues are by
turns subjected to his scrutiny. He has
studied human nature in its least disguised
appearance. But let us follow him from
the office to the court room. Here is his
field of triumph and-renown, or of defeat and
shame. Here he meets his antagonist in the
sharp encounter of wit, reasoning and persua-

sion. He has every incentive to eloquence and.

every opportunity to display it. He is in the
field where the advocates who have gone before
him have won their laurels. He speaks indeed
to convince the court and persuade the jury.
But a listening crowd is hanging upon his
.accents and makiug up a verdict for or against
him, and above all, his client to whom he has
promised all his best efforts is there intently
watching every word and motion, because on
them are suspended all he holds dear.

We will not stop here with the successful
lawyer pleading the cause of the accused be-
fore the bar of public justice, but will follow him
to the bench; the counselor has now become
the judge, the topmost round of the ladder is
reached, and all the higher qualities of his na-
ture are called into action; the sagacity that
cannot be misled by sophistry, the honor that
ennobles, the justice that insures the right,
“‘the dignity that wins respect,” the stern im-
partial which forgets parties and looks only at
the case in hand, these are the qualities which
shine nowhere so conspicuously as in the pro-
fession of law.,

Since we have taken the lawyer from out
the council chamber and before the court and
placed him upon the bench of justice, let us
go even to the end ot his influence and power.

His studies have pre-eminently fitted him and
he is ever in demand as a civil officer. From
the days of the revolution down to the present
time no class of citizens have wielded such in-
fluence in making our laws and controlling the
machinery of our government as the lawyer.
And now more than ever before America is
demanding men of ability to man and guide
the ship of state.

We are trying the greatest political experi-
ment the world has ever witnessed, and all
history warns us not to feel too secure. A
voice from the tomb of the departed repub-
lics warns us that if our liberty isto be ulti-
mately maintained it is at the price of sleep-
less vigilence. To-day this great republic
with its vast resourses of power and wealth is
extending out over the seas; and on islands
10,000 miles away has planted her flag, the
flag that is recognized the world over as the
emblem of liberty, justice and purity. And
while she is trying, what is as yet only an ex-
periment of colonization abroad, there is at
work among her own people at home an evil,
the result of which no man has as yet dared
conjecture. Capital in hands of a few greedy
unprincipled lustful beings is defying the
authority of the government, corrupting politi-
cal parties, influencing legis!ation and virtually
dictating to the people the piice they shall pay
for the necessities of life. I repeat that to-day
our country is crying for men to occupy the
seats in her legislative halls and hold the po-
sitions of trust in her municipalities. She
wants men of ability, honesty and integrity.
Such men as Holland had in mind when he
wrote:

“God give us men; times like these demand,
“Strong minds, great hearts, true faithand ready hands,
““Men whom the lust of office does not kill,
““Men whom the spoils of office can not buy,
“Men who possess opinions and a will,
“Men who have honor, men who will not lie,
““Men who can stand before a demagogue,
““And down his treacherous flatteries without winking,
“Tall men, sun crowned, who live above the clouds,
“In public duties and in private thinking,
“For while the rabble with their thumb worn creeds
“Their large professions and their little deeds,
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“Mingle in selfish strife lo: freedom weeps,
“Wrong rules the land and waiting justice weeps.

And where is our country to look for such
men? Judging from the response to similar
calls in the past, there is but one source from
which she can expectthem, and that is from
the ranks of the profession of law, the same
profession which gave to her such men as
Hamilton, Marshal, = Webster, Calhoun,
Blaine, Fuller and hundreds of other equally
loyal and patriotic men who spent their lives
defending the right attacking the wrong.
