A View From the Bridge — 
Guest actor Mark Mann is mem­
orable as the fiercely protective 
longshoreman in the central 
role of Arthur Miller’s 1955 dra­
ma about forbidden desire and 
betrayal in a tightknit Italian- 
American family.
