Special rates for ROMEO AND JULIET will be in effect 
for lniednesday, i'1arch 1 and Thursday, March 9 at 8:15 p.m. and on Friday, 
Harch 3 and Tuesday, March 7 at 10 a.m. and Friday Harch 10 at 10 a.m. 
If additional performances are required because of space requests, we will 
schedule them on other days.
