Over Hiram

Otterbein made its home grid debut a successful one
Saturday when it whipped Hirm 26 to 13 at Westerville.

Jim Barckhoff, speedy Otter halfback from Gahanna, personally
led Coach Harry Ewing’s forces to their first victory of the season

as against one setback. .
It was the second straight de-

feat for Hiram, which will in-

vade Capital next Saturday.

The fleet Barckhotf gained
171 yards in 17 tries, for an
average of 10. 1 yards per try.
His passing was xlso an impor-
tant factor in the Otterbein
win, - '
Otterbein drew first blood

when it marched 74 yvards for a
touchdown. Sparked by Barck-
hoff, and the running of Gene
Keel, Otterbein racked up six
first downs before Keel’s plunge

.from the twc, with 4:24 to play

in the first period, -culminated
the drive.

The Cardinals increased their
margin to 13-0 on Barckhoff's
76-yard gallop.in the second pe-
riod, with 4:42 to play, and Keel's
successful conversion.

Hiram bounced right back into
tne battle after the intermission
Jack Gordon, who was a thorn
in the side of Otterbein all after-
noon, led the Hiram's 8&7-vard
drive. The march was climaxed
when Jim Pesicek bowled over
from the two, and Bob Dutcher's
kick narrowed the gap to 13-T.

However, Otterbein struck

back with a 68-yard march

that found Barckboff and Keel
the Key instruments. Barck-
hoff’s intended pass for Dick
Ruh, bounced into the hands of
Cleatus Beam, and Otterbein
was out in front 19-7, a lead
never relinquished.

A 50-yard pass play from Pesi-
cek to Gordop, accounted for
Hiram’s other tally in the final
period, while Barckhoff's 57-yard
run ended the scoring for the
afternoon. -

Hiram led in first downs, 19 to
15, but the long runs of the
Otters proved too much for Hi-
Tam.
