ABOUT THE PLAY

The play takes place in Moscow during the 1920's not too long
after the Russian revolution. Basically a comedy, the author takes a long
hard look at the Soviet ideas concerning love and marriage and concludes
that they are wrong. He eventually concludes that love, and not “mutual
solidarity,” should be the foundation for marriage, thus disproving the
Russian ideas.

The fact that the play was presented over 800 fimes in the Moscow
Art Theatre attests to its popularity. Produced in 1935 in New York with
excellent reviews, the play is one often produced in American educational
institutions.
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SCENE

The entire action of the play takes place in a municipalized building
in Moscow under the Soviet Regime. This particular apartment had once
belonged to a government official.
