Mark Hertsgaard, in an article from The Guardian, printed in London, on

September 11, 2002, states that, “the world doesn’t hate us, the American peo-

ple. It is our government, our military, and our corporations that are resented.”

His book discusses the problem that Americans don’t understand the rest of the §

world and what they believe and how they feel about us. Hertsgaard states,
“Americans are ignorant of the outside world mainly because most of what we’re told about it is little more

than semi-official propaganda.”

Mark Hertsgaard is a journalist who has written for many journals in various countries. He has
published five different books, which have been translated into fifteen different languages. His book,
which was chosen as Otterbein’s 2004 common book, approaches
many of the issues pertinent to this years election, and has been a

great way to get student’s thinking.
